New Delhi, Aug 7
(IANS) India and Russia
have reaffirmed their stra-
tegic partnership by sign-
ing a Protocol to deepen
cooperation in aluminium,
fertilisers, railways, and
mining technology.

At the 11th session of
the India-Russia Working
Group on Modernisation
and Industrial Cooperation
here, the two sides wel-
comed enhanced engage-
ment in aluminium, fertil-
isers, and railway trans-
port, alongside capacity
building and technology
transfer in mining sector
equipment, exploration,
and industrial and domes-
tic waste management.

The meeting was held
under the framework of
the India-Russia Intergov-
ernmental Commission on
Trade, Economic, Scientif-
ic, Technological and Cul-
tural Cooperation, accord-
ing to the Ministry of Com-

merce and Industry.

From the Indian side,
the session was co-
chaired by Amardeep
Singh Bhatia, Secretary,
Department for Promotion
of Industry and Internal
Trade (DPIIT), and Alexey
Gruzdev, Deputy Minister
of Industry and Trade of
the Russian Federation,
from the Russian side.

The meeting reviewed
the progress made since
the 10th session and pro-
vided a platform to
strengthen cooperation
across key sectors.

Discussions included
updates from the sub-
groups on modernisation,
mining, fertilisers, and rail-
way transport, as well as
emerging areas of
collaboration.Key focus
areas included coopera-
tion in aerospace science
and technology, including
the establishment of a
modernised wind tunnel

facility, production of small
aircraft piston engines,
and joint development in
carbon fibre technology,
additive manufacturing,
and 3D printing.

Both sides also ex-
plored opportunities in rare
earth and critical minerals
extraction, underground
coal gasification, and cre-
ation of modern industrial
infrastructure.The meeting
concluded with the signing
of the Protocol of the 11th
Session by both co-chairs,
reaffirming the strategic In-
dia-Russia partnership
and shared commitment to
deepen industrial and eco-
nomic cooperation.

The session saw par-
ticipation from around 80
delegates representing
both sides, including se-
nior government officials,
domain experts, and rep-
resentatives from industry,
the Commerce Ministry
said.—IANS

He cited
India’s purchase of crude
oil and military hardware
from Russia as grounds
for another 25 per cent tar-
iff hike, effective from Au-
gust 27.India has categor-
ically said that the latest
tariff actions by Trump are
"unfair, unjustified and
unreasonable"."We reiter-
ate that these actions are

unfair, unjustified, and
unreasonable. India will
take all actions neces-
sary to protect its na-
tional interests,"” an
MEA spokesperson
said in a statement.The
United States has in re-
cent days targeted In-
dia’s oil imports from
Russia. "We have al-
ready made clear our
position on these is-
sues, including the fact
that our imports are
based on market fac-
tors and done with the
overall objective of en-
suring the energy secu-
rity of 1.4 billion people
of India," the MEA
spokesperson said.

Brazil's Lula dials PM Mod, extends
support against Trump's ‘unilateral’ taxifis

New Delhi : Prime
Minister Narendra Modi
and Brazilian President
Luiz Inacio Lula da Silva
agreed to ‘"defend
multilateralism" after US
President Donald Trump
imposed sweeping
“unilateral” tariffs on both
countries.

In a post X, Lula said,
"We discussed the
international economic
scenario and the
imposition of unilateral
tariffs. Brazil and India are,
so far, the two most
affected countries. We
reaffirmed the importance
of defending
multilateralism and the
need to address the
challenges of the current
situation, as well as to
explore possibilities for
greater integration

between the two
countries."

Lula said that in an
hour-long call with the
Indian PM, the duo
recalled the significant
outcomes of Modi's state
visit to Brazil in July.

He also confirmed that
a State visit from Brazil to
India in early 2026. "As a
preparatory step for the
visit, we agreed that Vice-
President Geraldo Alckmin
will travel to India next
October, on the occasion
of the Trade Monitoring
Mechanism meeting," Lula
added.

He said that the
Brazilian delegation will
include ministers and
businesspeople, who will
discuss cooperation in
trade, defense, energy,
critical minerals, health,

and digital inclusion.

PM Modi and Lula
also recalled the goal of
increasing their
bilateral trade to more
than US$20 billion by
2030. "To this end, we
agreed to expand the
scope of the agreement
between MERCOSUR
and India. We
exchanged information
about the virtual
payment platforms of
our two countries,
including PIX and
India’s UPI," the
Brazilian President said
in his X post.

The leaders also talked
about the successes of the
BRICS Summit in Brazil
and working together for
the transition to the next
presidency of the bloc,
which will be led by India.

Time-tested ties of iriendship, says Russia
as NSA Doval meets President Putin

NEW DELHI: India
and Russia on Thursday
stressed their commit-
ment to a strategic part-
nership as National Se-
curity Adviser Ajit Doval
met with President
Vladimir Putin and senior
Russian officials in Mos-
cow, a day after US Pres-
ident Donald Trump dou-
bled tariffs on New Delhi
due to its purchases of
Russian oil.

Doval met Putin at the
Kremlin after his wide-
ranging discussions with
Russian Security Council
Secretary Sergey
Shoigu. Doval and
Shoigu emphasised the
importance of the “very
special relationship” be-
tween India and Russia
amid uncertainties on the
global stage - an obvious
reference to the churn
created by the policies of
the Trump administration.

“We highly value our
strategic partnership,”
Doval said. “I think you
[Shoigu] said the world is
passing through a very
tumultuous situation.
There is some unpredict-
ability, there are some

uncertainties, and in an
environment like this, our
old strategic and privi-
leged partnership has got
a very special role.”

Shoigu noted that
Russia and India are
linked by “strong, time-
tested ties of friendship”,
and said a priority for
Moscow is strengthening
the strategic partnership
with India based on “mu-
tual respect, trust, equal
consideration of each
other’s interests and the
desire to promote a uni-
fying agenda”.

He said, “We are
committed to further ac-
tive cooperation to form
a new, more just and sus-
tainable world order, en-
sure the rule of interna-
tional law and jointly
combat modern challeng-
es and threats.”

Regular dialogue on
bilateral and regional is-
sues between the Secu-
rity Councils of the two
sides contributes to tak-
ing India-Russia ties to a
higher level amid the
“current complicated in-
ternational environment”,
Shoigu said.

Among the issues
discussed between Dov-
al and Shoigu was Putin’s
proposed visit to India for
the annual India-Russia
Summit. Doval noted that
dates for the visit “are al-
most finalised” but didn’t
give details. These sum-
mits have given new di-
rection to bilateral ties
and ongoing discussions
are aimed at firming up
deliverables for the forth-
coming summit, he said.

People familiar with
the matter said on condi-
tion of anonymity that the
two sides have been in
talks on arranging Putin’s
visit, though no specific
dates or timeframe has
been locked down so far.

Doval also thanked
the Russian government
and Putin for its support
when India “faced a grue-
some terrorist” at Pahal-
gam. “The Prime Minister
[Narendra Modi] has spe-
cially asked me to convey
his thanks. We are com-
mitted, as you are com-
mitted, to fight against
terrorism with all our
might,” he said.

New Delhi, Aug 7 (IANS) The
sixth round of India-US negotiations
to reach an interim trade deal, cur-
rently slated for August 25, will be
important as US President Donald
Trump announced an additional 25
per cent tariffs on India, raising the
total tariffs to 50 per cent effective
from August 27, a Morgan Stanley
report said on Thursday.

The report stated that it will
“closely monitor export growth and
domestic demand data for spillover
impact, along with any incremental
policy response”.In FY25, India's
total exports to the US stood at
$86.5 billion (2.2 per cent of GDP).
The original 25 per cent tariff and
the additional penalty are both ap-
plicable on 67 per cent of India's
exports to the US, which translates
to $58 billion (1.5 per cent of GDP)
(the remaining are sectors under
section 232).Assuming all goods
exports are subject to a 50 per cent
tariff rate, the direct impact on
growth is likely to be 60bps while
the indirect impact could be of a sim-
ilar magnitude, over a period of 12
months.

[ndia's rise under PM Modi vs America's decline under Trump: TN BJP slams US taritt hike

Chennai, Aug 7 (IANS) Tamil
Nadu BJP spokesperson A.N.S.
Prasad has issued a strong state-
ment condemning the United States
government's decision to impose a
total of 50 per cent customs duty on
Indian goods, calling it a "desper-
ate and self-destructive move" by
President Donald Trump.

He contrasted India's steady rise
on the global stage under Prime
Minister Narendra Modi with what
he termed as America's "geopoliti-
cal and economic decline" under
Trump.

Calling the tariff "an audacious
and unlawful imposition", Prasad
said that the move would not hurt
India but instead isolate the United
States diplomatically and economi-
cally.

"By antagonising a rising global
power like India, the US has mis-
calculated. This reckless tariff poli-
cy will only damage its own strate-
gic interests," he stated.

ANS Prasad argued that the im-
position of the 50 per cent customs
duty was not rooted in sound eco-
nomic policy but rather reflected "a
deep-seated insecurity about India's
unstoppable rise".

He said that the US decision
undermines its credibility as a glo-
bal leader and shows an unwilling-

ness to engage constructively with
long-standing allies.

Underlining India's rapid trans-
formation under PM Modi's leader-
ship over the past 11 years, the BJP
leader cited robust infrastructure
development, advancements in
technology, and a rapidly growing
economy.

According to World Bank figures,
India's GDP reached $3.6 trillion in
2024 with a growth rate of 8.2 per
cent as per IMF data.

He also highlighted India's grow-

ing influence in global diplomacy,
through forums like the Quad and
G20, and its deepening partnerships
with nations across Africa, Latin
America, and Southeast Asia.

"PM Modi's foreign policy has
enhanced India's soft power, while
Trump's isolationist approach has
alienated allies and weakened US
global influence," Prasad said.

Referring to India's decisive re-
sponses to terrorism and foreign
policy challenges, he mentioned the
2019 Pulwama-related surgical
strikes and
India's swift
retaliation to
the Pahal-
gam attack in
§ 2025.

"India re-
jected US
mediation of-
fers and reaf-
firmed its sov-
ereignty. The
US was in-
creasingly
sidelined as
India assert-
ed its autono-
my," he add-
ed.

Prasad
also criticised

the US for its "hypocrisy" in global
trade, particularly its 25 per cent tar-
iff on India for importing Russian oil
while itself importing enriched ura-
nium from Russia.

"India exposed the double stan-
dards of the US, forcing the world
to question American moral author-
ity," he said.

He warned that Trump's 50 per
cent tariff would backfire on the US
economy.

"India supplies 40 per cent of US
generic drugs, and our IT services
are crucial to global supply chains.
With a $36 billion trade deficit with
India, this move could worsenAmer-
ica's economic position," Prasad
stated, citing US Census Bureau
data.

The BJP leader recalled India's
global leadership during the COV-
ID-19 pandemic, underlining how
India produced and exported vac-
cines to over 100 countries, while
the US struggled with domestic cha-
os and recorded over a million
deaths.

"India emerged as a humanitar-
ian and strategic leader, unlike
Trump's US, which faltered in crisis,"
he said.

He further claimed that Trump's
tariff decision was politically motivat-
ed, aimed at undermining India's

success story to bolster his re-elec-
tion prospects.

"Driven by envy of PM Modi's
global image, this baseless aggres-
sion will hurt the US more than In-
dia," Prasad said.

India, he added, has made sig-
nificant investments in infrastruc-
ture, green energy, and manufactur-
ing under schemes like 'Make in In-
dia".

"India’s $1.1 trillion infrastructure
drive and 500 GW renewable ener-
gy target by 2030 are transforming
the country into a global manufac-
turing and climate leader," he said.

Quoting global financial institu-
tions such as the International Mon-
etary Fund and World Bank, Pras-
ad noted that India's growth is pro-
jected to continue strongly at around
7 per centin 2025, while aggressive
US trade tactics could backfire and
cause global instability.

In conclusion, he stated: "India
is on an unstoppable path to becom-
ing the world’s third-largest econo-
my by 2030 and a leading power by
2047.

Trump's punitive tariffs will be re-
membered as a turning point, not
for India’s decline, but for America's
fall from influence. Under PM Modi's
leadership, India will continue to rise
as a global superpower."--IANS

Multi-point

Kolkata Aug 7

Bihar govt

Patna, Aug 7 (IANS)
In a significant bureau-
cratic reshuffle ahead of
the Bihar Assembly, the
state government has
ordered the transfer of
26 DSP-level officers
and six IPS officers on
Thursday.

Among the 26 DSP
officers reshuffled, one
particular case is draw-
ing sharp attention --
Kumar Rishi Raj.

On July 18, he was
transferred from Daud-
nagar (Aurangabad) to
SDPO-2 Law and Order,
Patna, a prominent cap-
ital city posting.

However, the latest
notification dated August
7 shows him being shift-
ed again, this time to Hil-
sa SDPO (Nalanda).

Observers are ques-
tioning the rationale be-
hind such rapid transfers
within a short span, es-
pecially in the run-up to
the elections, and the
lack of stability in key law
enforcement roles is be-
ing viewed as both un-
usual and concerning.

Number of poor
workers registered
for benefits on e-
Shram portal nears

New Delhi, Aug 7
(IANS) The number of
unorganised workers
registered on the Cen-
tre’s e-Shram portal for
benefits under various
social welfare and secu-
rity schemes of the gov-
ernment has surpassed
the 30.98 crore mark as
on August 3, 2025, the
Parliament was told on
Thursday. The Ministry
of Labour and Employ-
ment launched the e-
Shram portal on August
26, 2021 for the creation
of a comprehensive Na-
tional Database of Unor-
ganised Workers
(NDUW) seeded with
Aadhaar.

New Delhi, Aug 7
(IANS) India’s electronics
exports witnessed a sharp
rise in the first quarter of
FY26, with a 47 per cent
year-on-year growth led
by a strong performance in
mobile phone exports, in-
dustry data showed on
Thursday.

According to data com-
piled by the India Cellular
and Electronics Associa-
tion (ICEA), electronics
exports reached $12.4 bil-
lion in Q1 FY26, up from
$8.43 billion in the same
period last year.

With this momentum,
the industry body projects
that electronics exports
are expected to touch
$46-50 billion by the end
of the fiscal year.

The standout perform-
er was the mobile phone

segment, which grew by
55 per cent, from $4.9 bil-
lionin Q1 FY25 to estimat-
ed $7.6 billionin Q1 FY26.

Non-mobile electronics
exports also posted solid
growth, rising from $3.53
billion to estimated $4.8
billion, an increase of 36
per cent. These include
key product segments
such as solar modules,
switching and routing ap-
paratus, charger adapters
and parts, and compo-
nents.

“We congratulate the
mobile phone industry for
this outstanding perfor-
mance. This is a strategic
national achievement.
Now begins the real climb
towards global competi-
tiveness, sustainability,
and deeper value addition.
Other product segments in

electronics have also
shown significant growth
such as solar modules,
networking equipment,
chargers, and compo-
nents are gaining traction,”
said Pankaj Mohindroo,
Chairman, ICEA.

“We must now acceler-
ate their expansion. We
need IT hardware, wear-
ables, hearables, and con-
sumer electronics exports
to rise sharply,” he added.

India’s electronics
manufacturing sector has
undergone a historic
transformation over the
past decade.

Total electronics pro-
duction rose from $31 bil-
lion in FY15 to $133 billion
in FY25, driven by target-
ed industrial strategy.

This growth was en-
abled by well-calibrated

policy interventions such
as the Phased Manufac-
turing Programme (PMP),
Production Linked Incen-
tive (PLI) schemes, and
strong state-industry col-
laboration.

“We need globally
competitive Indian brands
and Indian champions
across the entire value
chain from components
and sub-assemblies to fi-
nal products. This is the
path to long-term sover-
eignty in electronics,” Mo-
hindroo noted.

This strong start to the
fiscal year comes on the
back of record-breaking
growth in the previous two
years. India’s total elec-
tronics exports grew from
$29.1 billion in FY24 to
$38.6 billion in FY25.

Gujarat govt races to rescue 141 Stranded
fourists in flash flood-hit Uttarakhand

Ahmedabad, Aug 7
(IANS) The Gujarat gov-
ernment has launched a
prompt rescue effort to
bring back 141 tourists
stranded in flash flood-hit
Uttarakhand's Uttarkashi
district. The tourists, hail-
ing from Patan, Banaskan-
tha, Ahmedabad, Bhavna-
gar, and Vadodara, are
currently reported to be
safe, according to state
spokesperson and Cabi-
neit Minister Rishikesh Pa-
tel.

Following the direc-
tives of Chief Minister Bh-
upendra Patel, officials
from Guijarat's State Emer-
gency Operations Centre
(SEOC) have established
continuous contact with
their counterparts in Uttar-
akhand to coordinate the
safe return of all affected
citizens.

The challenging
weather has ruled out the
possibility of an airlift, as
confirmed by the Uttarak-
hand government.

However, medical as-
sistance has been provid-
ed to those in need, and

all tourists are being
looked after with neces-
sary support.

Minister Patel empha-
sised the government's
commitment to ensuring
the safety of every strand-
ed Guijarati.

He stated that commu-
nication with tour opera-
tors has confirmed the
well-being of 12 pilgrims
from Harij (Patan), while
99 tourists from Ahmeda-
bad are sheltered safely at
Mandakini Guest House.

Four of them required
and received medical as-
sistance from nearby facil-
ities.

Further updates reveal
that 10 tourists from Bhab-
har in Banaskantha are
secure, while 15 Bhavna-
gar tourists are stationed
30 km away from Dharali.

Additionally, five Vado-
dara tourists are safe at an
Army camp in Gangotri.

The district administra-
tion has urged locals and
pilgrims to cooperate with
ongoing efforts, as road-
clearing operations are
actively underway in and

around Dharali.

Uttarakhand is current-
ly grappling with severe
flooding triggered by re-
lentless monsoon rains,
leading to overflowing riv-
ers, landslides, and wide-
spread devastation across
multiple districts.

Torrential downpours
have damaged roads,
swept away bridges, and
submerged low-lying ar-
eas, prompting the evac-
uation of hundreds of
residents.The hill state's
fragile terrain has further
intensified the crisis, with
the Alaknanda, Mandakini,
and Ganga rivers flowing
above danger levels.

Rescue and relief op-
erations are underway,
with the National Disaster
Response Force, State
Disaster Response Force,
and Army deployed to as-
sist stranded villagers and
restore connectivity.

The state government
has urged people to avoid
travel to sensitive zones
and is closely monitoring
dam levels to prevent fur-
ther escalation.

Didis’, aims o empower 10 lakh women

Gandhinagar, Aug 7
(IANS) Gujarat has be-
come one of the leading
states to boast of more
than five lakh ‘Lakhpati
Didis’, thereby putting
them at the forefront of
the state’s holistic growth
by empowering them fi-
nancially.

Lakhpati Didi is one of
the hallmark initiatives of
the Central government to
empower and enable
Self-Help Groups (SHG)
Women, equip them to
earn a minimum income
of Rupees 1 lakh/annum
and make them self-sus-
tainable.

After achieving this
milestone, the Bhupendra
Patel government has set
its sights on creating ten
lakh ‘Lakpati Didis’, hop-
ing to make them self-re-
liant soon.

According to a govern-
ment release, the state
administration has identi-
fied 10.74 lakh women
with the potential to be-
come ‘Lakhpati Didis’.

To support their jour-
ney, the Ministry of Rural

Development has created
a Digital Aajeevika Regis-
ter (a digital livelihood
register). This register
captures each woman'’s
current livelihood activity,
available resources, ex-
penditure, and income.
Based on this information,
the identified women are
being provided with the
necessary support in the
form of training, assets, fi-
nancial assistance and
marketing, depending on
their specific needs.

The Gujarat govern-
ment has also taken steps
to ensure the effective im-
plementation of Lakhpati
Didi Yojana. A total of 124
Master Trainers have
been appointed at the ta-
luka level, who have so far
trained more than 10,000
Community Resource
Persons (CRPs). These
CRPs work closely with
women associated with
Self-Help Groups (SHGSs),
guiding and supporting
them in their entrepre-
neurial journey.

The entire process is
tracked through Digital

Aajeevika Register, which
helps in monitoring
progress and providing
timely training, financial
support and marketing as-
sistance to women entre-
preneurs.

The successful imple-
mentation of the Lakhpati
Didi programme has
brought meaningful
change to the lives of
women across Gujarat.

One such story is of
Ankitaben Pinalbhai Patel
from Shekhpur village in
Mahuva taluka of Surat. In
2024, Ankitaben began
working as a drone pilot,
spraying medicines using
drones. Within a year, she
earned ?2 lakh.

Earlier, she supported
her family through farm-
ing.

Reflecting on her jour-
ney, Ankitaben shares,
“Now | don’'t have to de-
pend on anyone. We re-
ceive regular orders, and
the income is steady. My
husband supports me.
This work has made a big
difference to our family’s
financial situation.”

questioned Shiv Sena
MLC and party spokesper-
son Manisha Kayande.

Kayande said, "When
there is a kite festival in
Guijarat several birds get
killed or injured due to the
sharp strings. Doesn't a
religious issue crop up
then? It has been scientif-
ically proven that pigeons
cause health issues. It has
nothing to do with religion."

As the visuals of the
protesters tearing up the
tarpaulin sheet and feed-
ing the pigeons spread
online, the Sena-BJP rul-
ing coalition received flak
online for 'bowing before a
small minority'.

Ray, in its August 5 order,
noted that the denial or
discontinuation or unfair
treatment in relation to
employment is “clearly
prohibited” under the HIV/
AIDS (Prevention & Con-
trol) Act, 2017.

While stating that the
Act has been enacted to
ensure equal opportunity
of employment and with
the need to protect and
secure the human rights of
persons who are HIV/
AIDS positive, the court

directed the CRPF to grant
promotion to the petition-

NIFT students unravel Pachhedi's
richness

Ahmedabad: Pachhedi, a multipurpose gar-
ment that can be used to cover both the upper
and lower body, has been immortalised by several
Guijarati idioms such as ‘Pachhedi tetli sod taanvi'
(One must stretch depending on how long their
sheet is meaning that expenses should consider
the resources available). However, the garment
has few takers among both artisans and custom-
ers, shows a study by students of the National In-
stitute of Fashion Technology (NIFT) Gandhina-
gar.

The students visited Untadi, Parali and Shiyani
villages in Surendranagar district and worked
closely with the weavers, guided by 2NIFT Gan-
dhinagar faculty members Shubhangi Yadav, Ru-
pali Pandit, and Sumita Agrawal.

The documentation indicated that Pachhedi
emerged around the 14th-15th century CE in Gu-
jarat as a form of bedspread and evolved into a
culturally significant garment for both draping and
use as a lower garment by the pastoral communi-
ties . Lavanya Bhandari, one of the students who
worked on the documentation, said that it is wo-
ven on fly-shuttle pit looms using tools such as
khataro, toar, and phani. "We found that the ma-
jority of weavers are now old, and the younger
generation shows little interest in continuing the
craft due to low earnings and limited market ac-
cess. However, many artisans are committed to
preserving the heritage," she said.

Prostate heaith in focus as BPH
drug demand rises in Gujarat

Ahmedabad: The sale of drugs used to treat
benign prostatic hyperplasia (BPH)—a non-can-
cerous enlargement of the prostate gland—has
surged by 70% over the past four years, indicating
a significant rise in cases across the state.

According to data from Pharmarack, the mov-
ing annual total (MAT) for BPH drugs was Rs 55.24
crore in June 2021, which rose to Rs 93.93 crore
in June this year. The MAT for the overall urology
segment also saw a 42% increase, from Rs 115.22
crore to Rs 164.2 crore during the same
period."BPH affects a significant portion of men
aged 50 and above, causing urinary difficulties and
impacting quality of life. While the condition has
always existed, the sharp rise in diagnosed cases
and medical interventions reflects broader trends,”
said a pharmaceutical distributor who requested
anonymity.

Bullet train bridge over
Vishwamitri complete

Vadodara: The bridge over the Vishwamitri in
Vadodara city for the Ahmedabad-Mumbai bullet
train corridor has been completed.

Officials of the National High Speed Rail Cor-
poration Ltd on Wednesday said that the bridge
over the Vishwamitri is the 17th river bridge com-
pleted of 21 river bridges in Gujarat that are part of
the project. The bullet train corridor has 25 river
bridges, of which 21 are in Gujarat and four in
Maharashtra. Spanning 80m, the bridge over the
Vishwamitri is adjacent to the Vadodara-Surat main
line of Western Railways. "The bridge has three
piers, one in the river stream and two on either
bank," an NHSRCL official said.

Volcanic eruption prompts highest
aviation alert in Russia's Far East

Vladivostok, Aug 7
(IANS) The aviation alert
code for Klyuchevskoy
Volcano in the Kamchatka
Peninsula in Russia's Far
East has been raised from
orange to red following in-
tensified eruptive activity,
local authorities said on
Thursday.

In a statement pub-
lished on its Telegram
channel, the Kamchatka
Volcanic Eruption Re-
sponse Team (KVERT) of
the Institute of Volcanolo-
gy and Seismology of the
Far Eastern Branch of the
Russian Academy of Sci-
ences said a summit ex-
plosive-effusive eruption is
currently underway, with
satellite data showing ash
rising up to 9.5 km above
sea level and ash plume
drifting some 141 km east-

southeast of the volcano.

KVERT warned that
ash explosions up to 10
km above sea level could
occur at any moment,
which would potentially
affect international and
low-flying aircraft in the

region, Xinhua news
agency reported.
Standing at about

4,754 metres, Klyuchev-
skoy is the highest active
volcano in Eurasia.

Summit eruptions have
intensified following a
massive 8.8 magnitude
earthquake off the Kam-
chatka Peninsula last
week.Earlier on August 6,
a dam had been destroyed
near the Klyuchevskoy
Volcano, raising concerns
over potential mudflows
and transportation disrup-
tions in the region.

UCLA says Trump administration
suspends $584 min iederal grants

California, Aug 7
(IANS) The University of
California, Los Angeles
(UCLA), one of the top US
public universities, said
Wednesday that the
Trump administration has
suspended 584 million US
dollars in federal grants for
the university.

"Currently, a total
of approximately
$584 million in extra-
mural award funding
is suspended and at
risk. If these funds re-
main suspended, it
will be devastating for
UCLA and for Ameri-
cans across the na-
tion," UCLA Chancel-
lor Julio Frenk said in
a statement. Y

"The suspension
of these funds is not only
a loss to the researchers
who rely on critical grants.
It is a loss for Americans
across the nation whose
work, health and future
depend on our ground-
breaking research and
scholarship,” Frenk noted.

Last week, UCLA said
that the Trump administra-
tion suspended its federal
research funding over
claims of "antisemitism

and bias."

The suspension came
after a US Department of
Justice civil rights investi-
gation alleged that UCLA
had been "deliberately in-
different" to widespread
harassment of Jewish and
Israeli students during
2024 pro-Palestinian pro-

tests on university cam-
puses, reports Xinhua
news agency.

The University of Cali-
fornia (UC) President
James Milliken on

France battles wildfire larger than Paris;
one dead as blaze spreads rapidly

Paris, Aug 7 (IANS)
France is grappling with its
largest wildfire in years,
which erupted in the
southern Mediterranean
region near Spain, killing
one person and injuring
several others as it contin-
ues to spread rapidly.

Authorities confirmed
the blaze began Tuesday
in the village of Ribaute,

The inferno, described
by officials as "active and
dangerous," has prompted
the deployment of over
2,100 firefighters, support-
ed by 500 fire trucks, mili-
tary personnel, and water-
bombing aircratft.

Souith Korea: Special counsel suspends execution of
detention warrant for Yoon due to ‘stubborn refusal’

Seoul, Aug 7 (IANS) A
South Korean special
counsel team suspended
its execution of a warrant
on Thursday to interrogate
jailed former President
Yoon Suk Yeol over alle-
gations of election med-
dling, citing concerns of
injury due to his "stubborn
refusal.” This is the second
time special counsel Min
Joong-ki's team has failed
to execute the detention
warrant for Yoon following
the first attempt last Friday.

"We directed the Seoul
Detention Centre to exe-
cute the detention warrant
at around 8:25 a.m., and
used physical force, but
upon accepting opinions
on-site that due to former

President Yoon's stubborn
refusal, there are con-
cerns of injury, we sus-
pended the execution
around 9:40 a.m.," the
team said in a notice to the
press.Yoon's lawyers is-
sued a statement de-

nouncing the detention at-
tempt as "public shaming."

"Even if a detention
warrant has been issued
for the purpose of investi-
gation, if former President
Yoon says he will exercise
his right to remain silent,

the detention warrant
should not be executed,"
they said.Yoon has been
held in custody at Seoul
Detention Centre in Ui-
wang, just south of the
Capital, since July 10 on
charges related to his
failed attempt to impose
martial law in
December.The special
counsel team arrived there
earlier in the day to make
a second attempt to exe-
cute the warrant after Yoon
twice snubbed its sum-
monses last week.A first
attempt to bring him in for
guestioning last Friday
failed after the former
president resisted by lying
on the floor of his prison
cell wearing only his un-

derwear, according to the
team.The warrant expires
at the end of Thursday,
raising the possibility the
team will apply for a new
warrant. It could opt in-
stead to indict Yoon with-
out interrogating him if it
appears difficult to bring
him in by force.Yoon and
his wife, Kim Keon Hee,
face allegations of receiv-
ing free opinion polls from
self-proclaimed power
broker Myung Tae-kyun
ahead of the 2022 presi-
dential election in ex-
change for securing the
nomination of former Peo-
ple Power Party Rep.

South Korea, US to partially push back field training for key military drills to Sept

This year's exercise
comes as North Korea has
denounced combined
South Korea-US drills and
accused the South of
"blindly adhering" to its al-
liance with Washington,
amid Seoul's push to ease
tensions with Pyongyang.

In response, Unifica-

tion Minister Chung Dong-
young, South Korea's top
point man on North Korea,
said he will propose ad-
justing the combined mili-
tary exercise to President
Lee Jae Myung, raising
views that the allies may
possibly push back some
field training for the sum-
mertime drills.

The North has long
denounced the allies' joint
exercises as a rehearsal
for an invasion against it
and has a track record of
staging weapons tests in
response.

Adani Power to build $3 billion greenfield thermal
plant in Bihar to supply 2,274 MW electricity

Ahmedabad, Aug 7
(IANS) Adani Power on
Thursday said it has re-
ceived a Letter of Intent
(Lol) to develop and oper-
ate 2,400 MW greenfield
thermal power plant in Bi-
har at an investment of $3
billion.

India's largest private
sector thermal power gen-
erator won the bid from
Bihar State Power Gener-
ation Company Ltd.
(BSPGCL) to supply 2,274
MW power to North Bihar
Power Distribution Com-
pany Ltd. (NBPDCL) and
South Bihar Power Distri-
bution Company Ltd. (SB-
PDCL) from a 2,400 MW
thermal power project —
to be developed at Pirpain-
ti in Bhagalpur District of
Bihar.

Adani Power was the
lowest bidder in a tightly
contested tender process,
with the final supply price
of Rs 6.075 per KWh.

As part of the contract,
the company will supply
power from a greenfield
3x800 MW Ultra-supercrit-
ical power plant, to be set
up under the Design,
Build, Finance, Own, and
Operate (DBFOO) model.

The first unit will be
commissioned within 48
months of the appointed
date, and the last one with-
in 60 months of the ap-
pointed date.

“We are pleased to
have won the bid to devel-
op and operate a 2,400
MW thermal power project
in Bihar. We will set up a
new greenfield plant with
an investment of $3 hillion,
which is expected to fur-
ther aid industrialisation in
the state,” said S.B. Khy-
alia, Chief Executive Offic-
er of Adani Power.

“Our plant will be an
advanced, low-emission
Ultra-supercritical one,
and will supply depend-

able, competitively priced,
and high-quality power to
the state,” he mentioned.
The project is expect-
ed to generate direct and
indirect employment of
10,000-12,000 during the
construction phase and
3,000 once in operation.

Bihar: Zero objections hy political parties
against SIR, a week after draft rolls

New Delhi, Aug 7
(IANS) The Election Com-
mission (EC) on Thursday
said that all political parties
taken together including
the Opposition — RID and
Congress, have filed zero
‘claims and objections’ for
inclusion or exclusion in
the electoral draft rolls, a
week after its publication.
However, 5,015 people
have directly submitted
objections with the poll
panel. ‘No objection’ to the
draft rolls by parties as-
sumes importance as a
week has already passed
after the August 1 publica-
tion for redressal of com-
plaints and grievances.

Even as 5,015 people
have directly submitted
objections with the poll
panel, in terms of new
electors, those crossing
the stipulated age of 18
years for voting, more than
27,000 individuals have
sought the EC’s nod for
getting their names added
in the voters list.

The draft rolls pub-
lished after the Special In-
tensive Revision (SIR) in
Bihar became a bone of
contention between Oppo-
sition and the Election
Commission, as the
former smelled a plot in
‘dropping’ of about 65 lakh
electorate from the list.

The EC has main-
tained that the process re-
mains clean and transpar-
ent and the deletion of 65
lakh names from the list
was necessitated because
of inevitable reasons like
death or permanent migra-
tion of residents.The RJD
has 47,506 Booth Level
Agents (BLAs), the Con-
gress has 17,549 and the
Left has over 2,000, all
adding up to over 67,000
BLAs.Bihar has a total of
7.89 crore voters. Out of

that, 7.24 crore electorate

submitted their enumera-
tion forms during the SIR
drive and therefore com-
prised eligible voters after
the purging exercise.

Telangana Congress takes serious view ol party
MLA's remarks against (M Revanth Reddy

Hyderabad, Aug 7

Alleging that several
Andhra Pradesh contrac-
tors looted public money in
Telangana, he said CM
Revanth Reddy was de-
laying action under the
pretext of investigations
and commissions.

The MLA also vowed to
expose 20 Andhra
Pradesh-based contrac-
tors "looting" Telangana's
resources.

They will be available
in three formats: 10-line,
four-line, and two-line dis-
plays, tailored to the needs
of each location.

To support this, over
2,600 MTC buses are be-
ing equipped with auto-
matic vehicle location de-
vices that will feed real-
time data to both the LED
boards and an upcoming
mobile App.

“People will be able to
track buses in real time on
their phones or laptops,”
said MTC Assistant Man-
ager (Projects-1l) Sara-

vana Raja.

He added that depot
management software is
also being introduced to
improve crew scheduling
and attendance tracking.

The ITS project con-
tract, signed in July 2023
for a period of 31 months,
includes five years of
maintenance after installa-
tion.

Work began in Decem-
ber 2024, and so far, 406
boards have been put up,
with testing underway at
over 50 sites.

Seventeen of the 94
planned four-line boards
for major terminuses have
already been installed.

ED raids six locations in Ranchi in Rs 800 crore GST scam probe

Ranchi, Aug 7 (IANS)
The Enforcement Director-
ate (ED) on Thursday
launched a fresh crack-
down in the Rs 800 crore
Goods and Services Tax
(GST) scam, conducting
raids at six locations across
Ranchi. The raids target in-
dividuals linked to Kolkata-
based Shiv Kumar Deora,
believed to be the master-
mind behind the multi-crore
scam.One of the key pre-
mises searched includes
the residence-cum-office of
businessman Krishna

Thakkar on the fourth floor
of Krishna Apartment in the
P.P. Compound area, a ma-
jor residential and commer-
cial hub in Ranchi. Simulta-
neous operations are un-
derway at five other loca-
tions in the city.

Sources Indicate that
coordinated raids are also
being carried out at loca-
tions in Kolkata and Mum-
bai. This fresh round of en-
forcement action follows
evidence and documents
gathered during the first
phase of the

investigation.Earlier, the ED
had arrested several indi-
viduals in connection with
the scam, including Vicky
Bhalotia of Jugsalai (Jam-
shedpur), Gyanchandra
Jaiswal alias Bablu Jaisw-
al, Kolkata businessman
Shiv Kumar Deora, Amit Gu
Gupta.The investigation re-
vealed that the accused
operated a network of shell
companies to generate fake
invoices and claim Input Tax
Credit (ITC) without con-
ducting any actual busi-
ness.
